Miss Margaret White, now a student nurse at Southend on Sea, has for many years been devoted to swimming. At the age of fifteen she swam the Solent, and it was perhaps at this time that she began to catch the public eye.
Two years of grinding effort and training brought her to the peak of condition and on her first attempt she swam the channel in 15 hours, 8 mins.
THREE YEARS OF EFFORT
It was in the early part of the summer term of 1959 that the first meeting of the newly elected Parents Committee took place.
The aim was simple enough at that first get-together. To raise enough funds at a dance to enable us to organise a Fete.
From that moment onwards the Committee never looked back, and now with 43 Committee meetings in the past, plus dozens of dances, tombola sessions, jumble sales, bazaars, whist drives, and now with the fourth Fete on the horizon, the first major task is accomplished.  An average of nearly £600 each year has been raised, or put another way this is £3. each school day.
In the main it has come in sixpences, shillings and half crowns, and has been earned rather than donated.  It has been a tremendous effort but the joy and pleasure we have seen derived from the pool already, has been reward enough for us all.  The future and its inevitable successes will merely be a bonus for our efforts.

THE POOL DESIGN
The original drawings were conceived by Gerald Shenstone & Partners, Architects of this school.
Modifications in detail were made by Mr. R.C. Oram, the Divisional Building Surveyor, together with proposals for the building techniques to be used.  Final drawings and specifications were prepared by Mr. Oram, who also made himself available to settle any queries or difficulties throughout.
the BUILDERS
A. J. Arnold Ltd., were awarded the contract and a particularly happy decision this has proved to be.  Several improvements concerning quality were incorporated at their suggestion (and expense) and throughout the whole period Mr. Blunden, their representative, has seen to it that the job counted more than anything else.
STATISTICS FOR THE TECHNICAL
Volume of water
25,000 gallons

The water is filtered through diatomaceous earth in 3 cylinders with a total filtration surface of 36 sq. ft. The electric pump effects a water turn-over period of about 6 hours.
The water is chemically treated with sodium-hypochlorite, about a half gallon each day being electrically 'squirted’ into the filtered water as it is pumped through the filtration unit.
